	This curiosity quest puts the Peak Park at its heart.  Rocks and stones are an important physical feature in the Moorlands landscape.  Pupils will learn about the Earth’s natural materials through their science study whilst developing a curiosity about the first people and how they lived exploring what humans need to survive and how the natural world can be used for survival.  Pupils will appreciate how nature can be used in art, design and stories.  They will gain a fascination for famous fossil discoveries of the past and what we have learnt from them.  They will use these fossil discoveries as inspiration for drawing and clay models.  They will gain a deeper knowledge of their local area, of the interesting geography and curious places to visit and find on maps.
